Attached please find a PDF of the revised SLMS/Teacher Librarian Rubric.  Many school librarians and principals have requested the rubric in recent weeks.  The rubric covers many aspects of the school librarian's responsibilities from teaching to program administration that your feedback as well as best practice have identified as essential in the 21st century environment.  You are not required to be evaluated on all categories of the rubric.  Instead you will work with your administrator to determine those categories upon which you will be evaluated.

This rubric was a over a year in its creation and with significant school librarian input as well as that of Professor Meghan Harper of SLIS and Theresa Dempsey of Central Ohio ESC.  Many resources were consulted including other state's evaluation models, books by Charlotte Danielson and Patricia Owen. We would also like to thank Christina Stoutenburg from Tolles Tech for her valuable input in both content review and formatting the rubric.
